The traits of character 

you cherish in life will not be changed by death or by the resurrection. You will come up 

from the grave with the same disposition you manifested in your home and in society. 

Jesus does not change the character at His coming. The work of transformation must 

be done now. Our daily lives are determining our destiny.
